Short Story Unit Culminating Activity

Assignment: You will develop a multi-media presentation showing the power of story.
You must find a short story, on your own, that you find to be “powerful” and teach it to the class. Discuss the story’s plot, setting, characters, theme, relationships, and meanings. You may also give background information on the author and why he/she wrote the story.
You may not use any of the stories we read in class or stories covered in eighth grade. Additionally, any story you choose must be professionally published (no fan fiction). If you are uncertain whether a story is acceptable or not, ask.

Specifics:

1. The presentation must be 4-8 minutes long.  Four notecards are permitted. They will be turned in at the conclusion of your speech.
2. It must use at least two forms of media (slideshows, music, video, audio, posterboard, etc.)

Note: Posterboards and slideshows are VISUAL aids (few to zero words allowed) and must be able to be seen by the entire class.

3. You must thoroughly and entertainingly present a short story you find on your own. You must cover all the information in the attached outline.
4. It is your responsibility to make certain all technology for your presentation is available and works (come in ahead of time to test it).  You will be given a maximum 5-minute set-up window.

5. Points will be deducted if not ready on time and for poor audience behavior.

6. Speeches will begin October 24. Three library days will be given to work on this project and monitor progress; however, do NOT expect to have time to finish the project in class; you MUST work on this on your own time.
7. See rubric on the reverse side for grade scoring.  This project will be ¼ of your final exam grade.

Other than that, use your imagination and be creative!  Develop a unique presentation on the power of story!
